She mobilized women to form several organizations for the upliftment of their 

communities and continues to fight for the rights of women till date. 

Her commitment to the promotion and protection of the rights of women and children led to her appointment 

as Commissioner for Women Affairs and Social Development between 2001 and 2005. This period 

witnessed the watershed in the promotion of women’s rights and women empowerment in Ebonyi State,

Chief Mrs. Ugo Nnachi has extensive international exposure. She had served as Guest Speaker at the 

University of Massachusetts between 2006 and 2007.
